1.1 SUMMARY

1.5 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Manufacturer Qualifications:

1. ISO 9001 Certified.

2. ISO 14001 Certified.

3. At least ten years’ active experience in the manufacture and marketing of wall panels.

4. A provider of authorized installer training.

B. Installer Qualifications:

1. At least five years’ experience in the installation of wall panels.

2. Experience on at least five projects of similar size, type and complexity as this project.

3. Employer of workers for this project who are competent in techniques required by manufacturer for wall panel installation indicated.

C. Fire Test Characteristics: As determined by testing identical products according to ASTM E84, Class A, and ASTM D635, Class HB by a qualified testing agency acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction.

1.6 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Store wall panels and installation materials in protected dry spaces, raised off the ground, in ambient temperatures maintained within range recommended by manufacturer, but not less than 55° F (13° C) nor more than 85° F (29° C).

B. Store the indoor PVC Panels on a smooth flat surface immediately upon delivery to project. For more information reference the current installation guide
1.7 FIELD CONDITIONS

A. Product Installation:
1. Maintain temperatures during installation within range recommended by manufacturer, but not less than 65° F (18° C) in spaces to receive wall panels one week before installation, during installation, and one week after installation.
2. After installation, maintain temperatures within range recommended by manufacturer, but not less than 65° F (18° C) or more than 85° F (29° C).
3. A protective film must protect the panel during the whole installation time.
B. Install wall panels only after other finishing work, including painting and overhead work, has been completed. For more information reference the current installation guide.
1.8 WARRANTY

A. Manufacturer warrants that wall panel products are free from manufacturing defects.  Refer to product-specific warranty document for additional detail and warranty period.

1. Material warranty must be direct from the product manufacturer.

2. Material warranties from separate or third party insurance providers are not valid.

3. Material warranties from private label distributors are not valid.
4. Failures include, but are not limited to, the following:

a. Material manufacturing defects.

5. Warranty Period:

a. For materials: 20 years from date of Substantial Completion.

1.9 ENVIRONMENT AND  INDOOR AIR QUALITY
A. LEED® Documentation:

1. LEED v5 MR Credit, Building Product Disclosure & Optimization, Environmental Product Declaration: Supply at minimum an industry-wide Environmental Product Declaration (EPD)

E. Product Description:  Non-porous antibacterial decorative rigid wall panel and corner pieces. 
1. Overall Thickness: Not less than 0.08 inch (2.0 mm)
2. Standard Width and Length: Not less than 4.265 ft x 9.8 ft  
3. Weight must be less than 0.573 pound/sq ft (2.8 kg/sq m)
4. Surface: Slightly textured and matte finish (Hydr’X” finish)
5. Seaming Method: Heat welded.

6. Adhesive Method:

a. Full-spread adhesive to completely adhere wall panel to primed substrate as recommended by manufacturer.

7. Impact Resistance limit: 1904.788 lbs at 1.86 miles/hour (Resists to >864kg at 3km/h impacts).
8. 100% REACH Compliant.

9. Fire Rating (Surface burning): ASTM E84 Class A
10. Fire Rating (Burning in a horizontal position):  ASTM D623 Class HB

11. Field-Applied Finishes: None required and not allowed.
12. Panel size:

a. Width: 4.265 ft

b. Length: 9.84 ft  

13. Color and Pattern: 

a. As selected by Owner from manufacturer's standard colors and patterns.

2.2 ACCESSORIES  
A. Adhesives: Water-resistant type recommended by wall panel manufacturer for substrate and conditions indicated.

B. Heat Welding Rod: CR-40 As supplied by indoor wall manufacturer. Color shall blend with wall panel color.

C. Caulking and Sealant Compounds:

1. Apply Silicone Caulk as directed by manufacturer

PART 3 -  EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Verify the Following:

1. The area in which the indoor wall panels will be installed is dry, weather-tight and in compliance with specified requirements.

2. Permanent heat, lighting and ventilation systems are installed and operable.

3. Other work, including overhead work, that could cause damage, dirt, dust or otherwise interrupt installation has been completed or suspended.

4. No foreign materials or objects are present on the substrate and that it is clean and ready for preparation and installation.

5. Check the humidity levels of the surface to be glued at several points using a humidity tester. Humidity levels must not exceed 25%.
6. Wall panels must be at the same temperature as the premises in which they are to be installed (for at least 24 hours) to prevent distortion.
7. Holes must be filled before the installation.
8. Check that the surface of the wall is not greasy or loose and that there are no large holes.
3.2 PREPARATION

A. Prepare substrates per manufacturer's written recommendations to ensure proper adhesion of wall panel system.

B. Substrate Preparation
1. Verify that substrates are smooth and dry and free of loose paint.  Remove coatings and other substances that are incompatible with adhesives using methods recommended by manufacturer.
2. Dry wall substrates shall be primed and ready for adhesive.

C. Wall surface to be smooth and free of contaminants. 
D. Reach a level 3 wall finish prior to installing panels.
E. Electrical power points should only be relocated by a qualified electrician.

F. Drill holes 1/8”-1/4” expansion around all plumbing and pipes and seal with a silicone caulk.
G. Wipe and then vacuum substrates immediately before installation. After cleaning, examine substrate for grit, dust or other contamination. Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.
3.3 WALL PANEL INSTALLATION

A. General:

1. Comply with wall panel manufacturer's installation instructions.
2. Take necessary precautions to minimize noise, odors, dust and inconvenience during installation.
3. Allow for expansion around all cut outs.

4. Fit panels to door frames unless otherwise indicated.
B. Install wall panels as follows:
1. Locate seams as shown on approved Shop Drawings.
C. Adhered Wall Panels: Attach products to substrates using a full spread of adhesive applied to substrate to comply with adhesive and wall panel manufacturer instructions.

D. Wall Panel Seams: Finish seams to produce surfaces flush with adjoining wall panels. Rout joints and use heat welding rod to permanently and seamlessly fuse sections together.

3.4 CLEANING AND PROTECTION

A. Perform the following operations after completing wall panel installation:

1. Remove marks and blemishes from wall surfaces.

2. Wall panels have been tested for their resistance to most of the cleaners, disinfectants and antiseptic products used by clean industry and healthcare establishments. Amongst others, the products listed below have been tested and proved to efficient without causing any damages to the Mipolam Wall Panels:
a. Detergents: Neutral pH detergents
b. Detergent Disinfectants: Diversey Oxivir, Diversey Viroxi
c. Descaler:  Taski Calacid

d. Others: 70% surgical alcohol, Betadine, Ammonia. Sodium Hypochlorite
3. For better results when cleaning the Mipolam Wall Panels: we recommend the following products: • Ammonia • Ethanol • Isopropyl alcohol • Heptane

4. Solvents NOT to be used:  Mineral Spirits • Paint thinners • Petroleum.

B. Protect Wall Panels from abrasions, indentations, and other damage from subsequent operations and placement of equipment, during remainder of construction period.
C. Remove construction debris from project site, recycle all applicable material and legally dispose.
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
