Install flooring only after all other trades, including painting and overhead work, has been completed.

PART 3 - EXECUTION
3.1EXAMINATION
0. Verify the Following:
The area in which the indoor resilient tile flooring will be installed is dry, weather-tight and in compliance with specified requirements.
Permanent heat, lighting and ventilation systems are installed and operable.
Other work, including overhead work, that could cause damage, dirt, dust or otherwise interrupt installation has been completed or suspended.
No foreign materials or objects are present on the substrate and it is clean, porous, and ready for preparation and installation.
Tests to verify that the moisture vapor emission rate or substrate relative humidity is within the specified ranges.
The concrete slab surface pH level is within the specified range, if applicable.
The surface of concrete floors shall be flat to within the equivalent of (3.9mm) 3⁄16" in 3 meters (10 ft) as described in ASTM F710. 
The concrete slab complies with ACI 302.2R for concrete design including use of a low-permeance vapor barrier directly beneath the concrete subfloor with sealed penetrations.
PREPARATION
Prepare substrates according to manufacturer's written recommendations to ensure proper adhesion of resilient flooring system.
Concrete Substrates: Prepare according to ASTM F710.
Verify that substrates are dry and free of sealers, curing compounds and other additives. Remove coatings and other substances that are incompatible with adhesives using mechanical methods to create porosity as recommended by manufacturer.
[bookmark: _Hlk126330342][bookmark: _Hlk126325553][bookmark: _Hlk126328543]Alkalinity Testing: Proceed with installation if the pH readings are within the specifications given by the adhesive manufacturer. 

[bookmark: _Hlk126940698]Moisture Testing: If applicable, perform ASTM F 2170 relative humidity test and proceed with installation only after substrates are below relative humidity of the selected adhesive.  Or perform ASTM F1869 calcium chloride test and proceed with installation only after substrates are below the maximum moisture-vapor-emission rate of the selected adhesive. Where only one test protocol can be performed, ASTM F2170 is preferred. 
[bookmark: _Hlk126940708][bookmark: _Hlk125630378]Use trowelable concrete based leveling and patching compound with the same moisture vapor tolerance as the adhesive to fill depressions, holes, and other irregularities in substrate. For dormant cracks and saw cuts refer to manufacturer’s installation instructions. 
Place flooring and installation materials into spaces where they will be installed at least 48 hours before installation. Install flooring materials only after they have reached the same temperature as space where they are to be installed.
[bookmark: _Hlk125630401]Mechanically prepare the surface of the concrete slab per ASTM F710.
Sweep and then vacuum the substrate immediately before installation. After cleaning, examine substrate for moisture, alkaline salts, grit, dust or other contamination. Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.
VINYL TILE FLOORING INSTALLATION
General:
Comply with resilient tile flooring manufacturer's installation instructions.
Take necessary precautions to minimize noise, odors, dust, and inconvenience during installation.
Fit flooring neatly leaving a ¼" (6 mm) gap to vertical surfaces, equipment anchors, floor outlets, and other interruptions of floor surface. 
Extend flooring into toe spaces, door reveals, closets, and similar openings unless otherwise indicated.
Lay out flooring per manufacturer’s recommendations:

Work from center marks established between primary walls so that opposite edges of plank flooring are approximately equal in width.

Lay planks starting at center marks in rooms and corridors.

Arrange planks towards the main window or parallel to the longest wall.

Arrange planks in direction of traffic in corridors.

Cut plank flooring to accommodate vertical surfaces, fixtures, and built-in furniture including cabinets, pipes, outlets, and door frames. Fit plank flooring neatly at equipment anchors, floor outlets, and other interruptions of floor surface.

Leave an expansion gap of ¼" (6mm) at all vertical objects and surface intersections.

Adhered Flooring to substrates to comply with adhesive and flooring manufacturer instructions.
CLEANING AND PROTECTION
Perform cleaning 72 hours after completing resilient flooring installation:
Remove marks   from flooring surfaces.
Sweep and then vacuum the flooring.
Damp-mop flooring with pH neutral cleaner to remove soiling.
Protect flooring from abrasions, indentations, and other damage from subsequent operations and placement of equipment, during remainder of construction period.
